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Frankfort woman killed in ATV crash
(KMZA)--A Marshall County early Sunday morning all-terrain vehicle crash
claimed the life of Frankfort woman.

The Kansas Highway Patrol identified the victim as 22-year-old Arianna Lynn
Martin.

The Patrol says Martin was a passenger on an ATV driven by 27-year-old
Frankfort resident Weston Adams that crashed about five miles south of the
junction of K-87 and U.S. 36. 

The Patrol says Adams had been driving the ATV in a field east of K-87.  He left
the field and entered the roadway, traveling southbound before he turned around
and began heading northbound. His ATV then crossed into the east ditch and
rolled onto its side.

Martin was ejected and the ATV came to rest on top of her.

She was transported to Community Memorial Healthcare in Marysville where
she  died.

Adams received possible injuries, but the Patrol report doesn’t indicate he was
transported for hospitalized treatment.

The crash was reported shortly before 4:00 Sunday morning.
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
